During this webinar, experts from CIRCE technology center working with the city of Zaragoza
(Spain) and agents from the city of Munich (Germany) presented their respective mobility
solutions that enhance sustainability in urban transport under the scope of positive energy
districts, within the EU-funded projects NeutralPath, ELABORATOR, metaCAZZE and ASCEND

Main Takeaways
Making urban transport sustainable is not only about fighting climate change, but it also
improves the quality of life, and it makes the district/city more attractive for current and
future residents. 
Co-creation: it is important to bring residents on board, as early as possible, to gain their
approval when redesigning public space for a lasting impact. 
Sustainable mobility needs to be developped on public and private grounds. 
Political support is key. By setting ambitious goals, and transforming them into concrete
actions, the city of Munich is moving confidently towards sustainable mobility.  

Common Challenges
Car dependency is a shared issue. Cars still take the biggest modal share in Zaragoza:
there is a need to develop and incentivize the offer of alternative modes. In Munich, the city
set an objective of reaching 80% of the modal share of environmental modes. 
Both cities suffer from traffic saturation. In Zaragoza, i.e., as in many cities, traffic jams
at school start time are problematic. The city of Munich set up a KPI of “space efficiency”, to
achieve transporting as many people as possible, in a space as small as possible. 
Different approaches were presented: 

Redesign of public space for Zaragoza, with the example of the refurbishment of the
Romareda stadium district, with a focus on participatory processes 
Deployment of e-mobility for Munich: installation of charging stations and promotion of
e-cargo bikes for freight
